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· Hot storage  - A conditioned tube, in a socket ready to be put into service. 

· Conditioned Tube Storage - A conditioned tube, back in its crate, being stored for future use.

· Conditioning - The process of bringing a new tube installed in a socket into operation for the first time. Making sure that it holds vacuum, and can be operated at the design power. It takes several days to slowly raise the filament, then apply RF drive and then increase the tube power output to its maximum value.
